WHEREAS, among Millennials, who were between the ages of 18 and 24 during these elections,
20% turned out to vote, on average;' and,

WHEREAS, only 28 percent of young adults ages 18 to 29 say they are “absolutely certain” they
will vote in midterms, compared to 74 percent of seniors;?and,

WHEREAS, the UGA Student Government Association has worked to install an early voting
location in Tate Student Center on October 30th and 31st, 2018; and,
